Squire and Co were manufacturers and importers of lenses and cameras and were based at number 52 King William Street between 1856 and 1868. They were declared bankrupt in 1868. According to an advert in Photographic notes 1st October 1858 they had a Wholesale Photographic Warehouse with Lenses , Cameras , Stereoscopes , Chemicals and every article connected with photography. They also published a book called The Photographic Teacher  or “ What To do in photography and how to do it “
Between 1862 and 1863 the London School of Photography had a portrait studio there.
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I have walked King William Street and was unable to locate number 52 , the modern London Bridge was opened in 1973 and I have no doubt that were many changes in the preceding 110 years. 
From 1857 Shepherd and Co were based on the Corner or Farringdon Street and Fleet Street and were trade manufacturers of lenses and importers. They disappeared Circa 1862. A note in the LPOD of 1864  says that Squire and Co were the sole manufacturers of Shepherd lenses . 
The Lenses are excellent considering their age . The Rack and pinion is smooth and the lens is slotted for Waterhouse stops which are sadly absent . I think that this lens dated from between 1862 and 1864.
